
 

     As we look back over the 

summer and fall we have seen 

some things that have caused 

concerns about the future of our 

church.  As usual, there are 

many rumors and speculations 

going around, and not only about 

our church.  The summer saw a 

lot of challenges, changes, and 

new ideas.  It started with 

Revloc reaching a point in their 

finances that they had to make 

some difficult decisions, and 

start seriously talking about 

efforts to rebuild their mission 

and presence in their 

community.  This came about at 

the same time that Muff Kinkaid 

retired from the Patton and 

Cresson churches, leaving them 

without a pastor.  While Colver 

was hard at work with an 

awesome Vacation Bible School 

program, our Presbytery 

Executive was looking at the 

challenges that the five churches 

of Northern Cambria county 

were facing, and decided to call 

a few of us together to talk about 

where we are, where we are 

going, and how we might be 

able to work together to face 

these challenges.  

Representatives from Colver, 

Revloc, Ebensburg, Patton, and 

Cresson got together over the 

summer and into the fall to 

explore ways in which we might 

work together.  It has become 

clear that each church is open to 

developing a greater rapport and 

relationship between the five 

churches.  There are no serious 

plans being made at this time, 

just a desire to begin a closer 

ministerial relationship. 

     Closer to home, we began several 

initiatives aimed at helping both our 

churches reach out to the younger 

people and families that we need to 

bring into our faith communities.  

They are the future not only of our 

churches, but the greater Church of 

Christ as well, and we need to be 

bringing the gospel to them in a way 

that reaches them in their lives.  I 

started with putting together a 

Family Spirituality Workshop in 

Colver designed to offer families 

ideas on how to bring Christ into 

their homes, which is where faith 

begins.  It is important for people to 

see their church as a place where 

they can find support in all areas of 

their lives.  For whatever reasons, 

this first attempt was not well 

attended, but I will definitely make 

another attempt in the near future.  In 

Revloc, we held a four-day revival 

which was aimed at helping people 

remember the need to reconnect with 

God and the foundations of our 

spiritual walk.  

     As the fall progressed, both 

churches began monthly 

Contemporary worship services held 

during the regular worship time on 

the last Sunday of each month in 

Colver, and the second Sunday in 

Revloc.  We introduced these 

services based on the success many 

other Presbyterian churches have had 

with similar services.  It is a fact that 

the churches around our nation 

which have introduced similar types 

of worship services have seen the 

greatest rises in church attendance.  

Now we are by no means going to 

get rid of our traditional 

services, we simply need to 

offer a worship experience that 

is more in pace with the lives 

of the next generations.  I wish 

to encourage all of you to 

support us in this effort by 

talking about them around the 

community and inviting 

people to come. 

     Another idea that Colver 

has been working on is to get 

the children and youth of the 

church more active in its 

worship life.  To this end, we 

have been purposefully having 

regular children led services, 

regular worship services in 

which the children not only 

sing or offer some type of 

program, but also help lead the 

service and serve as ushers.  It 

is important for our children to 

feel a real connection to the 

worship life of their church 

and see themselves as 

important to the congregation. 

     As you can see, it has been 

a busy time and as a result of 

the challenges we face, we are 

facing some exciting new 

opportunities.  I know that this 

is a lot of things happening, 

and many of you may have 

questions.  Please feel 

welcomed and invited to 

contact me with your 

questions and I will be happy 

to discuss any of this with you 

in further detail.
